3. How did the team demonstrate the “value added” of a partnership effort? (i.e. How did this project or process accomplish what a single agency could not accomplish alone?)

In this particular initiative, the value added of the partnership effort included the ability to pool valuable resources from multiple agencies and stakeholders. Partners were able to pool talents, skills, experience and funding to accomplish one unified contract and wetland restoration (at two discrete locations).  In addition, the partnership created resulted in cost-saving techniques due to decreased costs in mobilization and staging, as well as in-kind oversight and design review and contract administration savings.
4. Describe the project or process you are nominating and how it is creative or innovative.

Both projects involved creative techniques in restoration and conservation. The creation of two discrete “on-site” disposal placement areas resulted in not only cost-savings benefits, but also additional upland/grassland habitat restoration opportunities. In addition, in both cases, the placement areas are containing capped contaminated spoils that had previously been within the existing uplands. Therefore, the team was able to contain harmful contaminants that had been previously located within upland areas exposed to the public.  In addition, both restoration projects involved conversion of filled degraded wetlands to high-quality spartina marsh and productive fisheries habitat. 
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5. What are the most significant achievements of the project or process?

At the Woodbridge Wetland restoration location, the project resulted in the creation of a large-scale high-quality salt marsh complex, 64 acres in total (including enhancements to the designated preservation zones).  In addition, the project also resulted in the reestablishment of access to essential marsh habitat areas for living marine resources.  The project also resulted in the creation/enhancement of 16 acres of productive salt marsh at the Joseph Medwick wetland location.  In total, this project restored, protected and enhanced 80 acres of high-quality estuarine habitat.
6. Explain how the project or process contributes to Coastal America’s mission to protect,

preserve and restore coastal resources.

The Coastal America Mid-Atlantic regional team strategy focuses on restoring estuarine wetlands, reducing non-point source pollution from urban and farm areas, and restoration of endangered and threatened species.  This project, resulting in 80 acres (total) of salt marsh and estuarine habitat restoration, resulted in the enhancement and creation of productive nursery, forage, spawning and rearing habitat for living marine resources including essential fish habitat (EFH) listed species, such as Bluefish (Pomatomus saltatrix), and Striped Bass (Morone saxatilis).
